Matthew 5:6 (NLT), “God blesses those who hunger and thirst for
justice, for they will be satisfied.”

2. Righteousness leads to

1 John 1:8 (NIV), “If we claim to be without sin, we deceive ourselves
and the truth is not in us.”

3. Righteousness becomes our

2 Corinthians 5:21 (NASB), “He made Him who knew no sin to be sin in
our behalf, so that we might become the righteousness of God in Him.”

Romans 5:9-11 (NLT), “And since we have been made right in God’s sight
by the blood of Christ, he will certainly save us from God’'s condemnation.
For since our friendship with God was restored by the death of his Son
while we were still his enemies, we will certainly be saved through the life of
his Son. So now we can rejoice in our wonderful new relationship with
God because our Lord Jesus Christ has made us friends of God.

2 Timothy 2:22 (NASB), “Now flee from youthful lusts and pursue
righteousness, faith, love, and peace with those whocall on the
Lord from a pure heart.”

Hebrews 11:25 (NIV), “(Moses) chose to be mistreated along with the
people of God rather than to enjoy the fleeting pleasures of sin.”

7. Righteousness will you.

Matthew 6:33 (NIV), “But seek first his kingdom and his
righteousness, and all these things will be given to you as well.”

John 6:33-35 (NLT), “**The true bread of God is the one who comes
down from heaven and gives life to the world.” 34 “Sir,” they said, “give us
that bread every day.” *® Jesus replied, “l am the bread of life. Whoever
comes to me will never be hungry again. Whoever believes in me will
never be thirsty.”
